Exhibit Insurance: Petaluma Arts Center carries coverage for artwork installed within the building up to the
values listed on the loan agreement. We are insured for $250,000 maximum. Additional coverage may be
purchased when requested.

Assignment: Neither Party shall assign to transfer any of its rights or obligations under this Agreement and any
attempt to do so shall be void and of no effect.

Waiver and Effective Nullity: Waiver by either party of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate or be
construed as a waiver of any provision by such party at any time hereafter. The nullity of any provision hereunder
shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining provisions hereunder of the Agreement, which shall
survive.
